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Make and Do Activities 
Compound Cardmaker
What You Need

· Index cards or paper

· Crayons or markers

Who Plays

· 1 – 6 players

Skills

· Compound words
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Students can make up their own game by writing word parts of 5 or more compound words on separate index cards.

The cards are then scrambled and laid face down on the table.

The first player turns a pair of index cards face up. If he/she successfully makes a match of 2 compound halves, he/she may take the cards off the table. If unsuccessful, the player loses the turn and the cards are again turned face down on the table. The game continues until all the cards are picked up or no more matches can be made. The winner is the player with the most cards at the end of the game.

(Note: If one card can be used to form more than one word, the game might end with some unmatched cards. This is all right.)

Variations

· Teachers can prepare the game cards for beginning readers, who can decorate the backs of the cards.

· The same basic game can be played by writing pairs of synonyms or antonyms on the index cards.

· Another variation of the game can be played by writing noun-verb pairs on the index cards. It is a successful match if the action is logically possible.
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
